
ON EARTH DAY, ESTELLE FENNELL HIGHLIGHTS OPPOSITION 
TO PESTICIDES ON ROADWAYS;  DRAWS DISTINCTION WITH RODONI

At Monday's 2nd District Supervisor's Fortuna Chamber of Commerce Candidate 
Debate a question posed revealed a sharp distinction between the Incumbent 
Roger Rodoni and Estelle Fennell.  
In response to the hypothetical question which asked whether or not one would 
consider spraying potentially environmentally damaging pesticides on roadways in 
order to save the County potential maintenance costs.  Roger Rodoni responded 
"Go for it," while Fennell cautioned "Don't go for it."  

Humboldt County stopped roadside spraying in 1984 in response to a widespread 
public outcry against the potential environmental and human health damages 
caused by chemical pesticides.

On Tuesday, Earth Day, Estelle Fennell expanded on her views and contrasted them 
with Rodoni's.   "I'm surprised Roger Rodoni would even consider the use of 
pesticides in this day and age.  Pesticides in storm water runoff contaminate rivers 
and endanger our salmon population and drinking water.  It just does not make 
sense for the environment or the economy," said Fennell.  

Estelle Fennell Campaign Chair David Kirby went even further on Tuesday, 
describing Roger's disregard for the environment as on par with his representation 
of the Second district citizens.  "For twelve years we have had a supervisor who 
doesn't care about the environment or working people, he doesn't believe the 
county should enforce illegal dumping violations in our rivers, so I'm not surprised 
he would support use of pesticides."
